She participated in 

basketball, volleyball, and track all four years of high school 

leading Bozeman High to three state basketball 

championships.  She was selected all-state and all-

conference in basketball and volleyball her junior and senior 

years as well as honorable mention her sophomore year.  

Kati was a triple letter winner her sophomore, junior, and 

senior years. After competing in the Montana-Wyoming all- 

star game, she continued her education and athletic career 

at Montana State University (2000-2005).  At MSU Kati 

became the 3
rd

 all-time leading scorer in school history, 7
th

 

all-time leading rebounder and was one of only three players 

to score more than 1000 pts and pull down 500 rebounds.  In 

2001 and 2002 she was a major contributor on two 

conference championship teams.  While at MSU she was 

awarded two all-tournament awards, an honorable mention 

all-conference followed by two all-conference selections.  In 

December of 2005 she completed her student teaching in
